We commit to speak and act in a way that demonstrates unity with staff, leadership, parents and
quizzers. This is a high value and imperative for student and leader involvement on any team as
part of Highlands Student Ministry.

It is a ministry to HCC families, and while there are students welcomed from other churches, it is
primarily an HCC ministry.
